ANNUNCIATION – March 25 
 Nine months before Christmas, March 25, we celebrate the feast of the Annunciation.  This 
feast commemorates the angel Gabriel bringing the good news to Mary that she will conceive and 
bear a son.  Gabriel tells Mary important things in his message to her.  Her son will be named 
Jesus.  He is the Son of God.  He will inherit the throne of his ancestor David.  He will reign over 
the house of Jacob.  God changes Jacob’s name to Israel.  The name Jesus is the Greek form of the 
Hebrew name Joshua.  Joshua is a strong leader in the Old Testament who leads the Israelites into 
the promised land after Moses dies.  Before his death, Moses designates Joshua to be the leader of 
the Hebrews. 
 

Handling Conflict 
 We find peace, not in the absence of conflict, but in our ability to deal with conflict. 
Storms serve a purpose in our lives.  They teach us, they strengthen us, and they reveal the truth of 
God’s fidelity and sustaining love for us.  They may be intense, they may be unpredictable, but 
they never last.  Moreover, it is possible to remain peaceful in their midst. 
 Conflict too, whether it is with someone else or within ourselves, may be necessary in 
order to get to the other side of a problem or improve a relationship.  When we start to think of our 
problems as opportunities for growth, we will buoy ourselves with a brighter outlook.
